	BACKGROUND/PROBLEM STATEMENT:  Recent visits to local properties by a state agency have produced apprehension amongst Columbia County property owners. The agency’s intentions during these attempted site visits were vaguely described and were not previously authorized by the landowners prior to their attempted entry. The agency personnel in question were not properly identified or identifiable. There was no previous contact or attempts to communicate with the property owners before arriving for these attempted visits.
These abortive trips by a state agency are negatively impacting the relationship between Columbia Conservation District and our local cooperators. When a strange vehicle with no insignia comes onto a property and asks to inspect a person’s acreage, it hardens opinions in the county against working with entities like the conservation district.
