	BACKGROUND/PROBLEM STATEMENT: The Washington Association of Conservation Districts has established By-Laws.   The By-Laws are the foundational guidance we have adopted to ensure our successes.   During 2020 those By-Laws were not followed nor carried out in a manner consistent with their development or intent.  During the 2020 year our Vice -president resigned.
