BACKGROUND/PROBLEM STATEMENT:

Current Washington State Conservation Commission Policy restricts maximum cost-share for projects
on public lands to 50% total project cost. Districts are required to approve a resolution once per
biennium setting their cost-share rates for funding from the Conservation Commission and may
choose any rate for projects on private lands. Therefore, a private landowner may implement a
project on their private property and receive anywhere from 0-100% cost-share from their CD.
However, if the same person has a lease to use public lands and wishes to implement a conservation
project on the leased public land (even if it's the same practice) the maximum they can receive from
the CD is 50% of the cost.

PROPOSED RESOLUTION LANGUAGE:

WACD resolves to work with the Washington Conservation Commission to seek
cost-share rates for projects that occur on public lands that are equitable to
projects on private lands.
