	BACKGROUND DESCRIBING THE ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT: Agricultural viability is essential for food production, habitats, and communities. It is also declining. Washington's agricultural income recently dropped from 28th to 43rd in the US. The legislature and public are interested in better understanding what is impacting agricultural viability. The legislature provides funding to the Washington State Conservation Commission (WSCC) and other state agencies for projects related to agriculture, water quality, and conservation. None of the agencies, including the WSCC, currently evaluate the effect their funding decisions have on agricultural viability. Developing a simple scoring system to rate the impact of funded projects on agricultural viability would be valuable for the legislature, agencies, and the public.




	PROPOSED RESOLUTION LANGUAGE:   WACD will form a committee to work with the WSCC to develop or identify a simple, trackable metric that would rate the impact an SCC funded project would have on agricultural viability. The committee could be comprised of conservation districts, state agencies, and other entities as determined by WACD. The system could be adopted across agencies and used to evaluate legislative actions. The rating may or may not be used in deciding if a project would be funded.
