The 2023 Legislative session mistakenly took 25 million dollars in funding away from the WSCC’s 50
Million dollars for Salmon Riparian Funding program and placed it instead in RCO. RCO lacks the
apparatus to efficiently implement a riparian program, is less flexible which increases landowner
participation, and will turn to RCO’s current Manual 18 for fund distribution which 1. Simply processes
the funds through RCO’s current process (not highlighting riparian restoration) 2. Uses the allocation
numbers already in place for Lead Entities (most the money simply goes to Puget Sound which is
primarily urban) 3. Does not cover the whole state 4. And includes land acquisition.
