BACKGROUND/PROBLEM STATEMENT: Conservation districts, including Palouse CD, have seen a
rising increase in demand for services from local landowners, partners, and stakeholders in recent
years and securing additional funding to enable conservation districts to at least meet a portion of
the rising demand has not been in step. Significant investments in the SCC and our state’s 45 local
conservation districts are needed right now to ensure our collective efforts to improve water
quality, restore and protect habitat, meet the growing demand for services related to food security,
and enhance soil and forest heath are successful. The SCC has worked with conservation districts to
prepare supplemental budget requests to fund conservation districts’ work locally. Without
adequate support from WACD and all conservation districts across the state, these budget packages
may not be successful in securing funds from the Governor and legislature.
