	BACKGROUND DESCRIBING THE ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT:  

The Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program (CREP) is a voluntary program to “assist in the recovery of salmon species that have been listed as threatened or endangered species under the federal Endangered Species Act.” The 1998 agreement between USDA and the State of Washington CREP would consist of a special continuous sign-up to enroll agricultural lands adjacent to water bodies that provide important habitat for salmonids.  

The CREP Audit resulted in significant changes to the program and extreme uncertainty for partnering Conservation Districts and participating landowners across Washington State.  

There have been discussions regarding updating and expanding CREP agreement between Washington State and USDA. There is great concern among Conservation Districts about the details that may be included in an updated agreement.  Districts need to be highly engaged in any changes that are made to the State CREP Agreement.
